Requesting the NEDA Board-Regional Development Committee to Urge the
Philippine Congress and the Department of Education to Review the Roxas Law in
view of the Inequitable Allocation of School Furniture, Textbooks and Prioritization
of School Buildings/Classroom Construction

Whereas, it is a declared policy of the State to give priority to education to foster
patriotism and nationalism, accelerate social progress, and promote total human liberation
and development;

Whereas, a very crucial factor in the attainment of quality education is the
provision of teachers and school items, such as school buildings, furniture and textbooks,
found to be lacking in several public schools in the country;

Whereas, RA 7880, otherwise known as the Fair and Equitable Access to
Education Act or the Roxas Law provides for the fair and equitable allocation of the
Department of Education, Culture and Sports budget for capital outlay;

Whereas, Section 4.b of that law states that: fifty percent (50%) of the total
capital outlay is to be allocated pro-rata according to each legislative district’s student
population in relation to the total student population of the country; forty percent (40%)
of the total capital outlay is to be allocated only among those legislative districts with
classroom shortages pro-rata to the total classroom shortage of the country as determined
by the DepEd; and ten percent (10%) to be allocated as determined by the DepEd;

Whereas, based on this system of allocation, there are local government units,
specifically those in the higher income class, which receive more than they need given
adequacy in their present school requirements and the supplemental budgets provided by
these LGUs through their respective local school boards;

Whereas, this Council deems it appropriate to propose that RA 7880 be amended
to enable DepEd to properly allocate its limited resources putting priority in the
construction of school buildings/classrooms and provision of other school items in areas
where a huge shortage is experienced;

Whereas, the NEDA-Board Regional Development Committee (NB-RDCom) is a
body constituted under the NEDA Board whose functions include the promotion of
equitable allocation of resources and directing the formulation and reviewing of the
guidelines for the regional allocation of agency budgetary resources; now, therefore, be it
