RDC XI Resolution No. 29, Series of 2009

Requesting the NEDA Board-Regional Development Committee to Enjoin the
Department of Education to Involve the Local Government Units in the Resource
Allocation Process for Centrally Managed Items such as School Buildings, Teacher
Items, Furniture and Textbooks Beginning 2010

Whereas, it is a declared policy of the State to give priority to education to
foster patriotism and nationalism, accelerate social progress, and promote total human
liberation and development;

Whereas, a very crucial factor in the attainment of quality education is the
provision of teachers and school items, such as school buildings, furniture and
textbooks and it has been noted that several public schools in the country suffer
shortage of these items;

Whereas, public education in the Philippines is a centrally managed service
through the Department of Education (DepEd) and this agency appropriates part of its
budget for the allocation of educational resources among the country’s legislative

districts;

Whereas, a primary consideration in the allocation of the annual DepEd budget
for centrally managed items is the level of need among legislative districts as
determined through DepEd’s Basic Education Information System;

Whereas, in the appropriation of DepEd’s budget for capital outlay, the
provisions of Republic Act 7880, otherwise known as the “Fair and Equitable Access
to Education Act or the Roxas Law” is thereby applied, which takes into account the
student population and classroom shortages in the country’s legislative districts;

Whereas, RA 7880 provides that the total amount allocated for capital outlay
shall be pursuant to the educational priorities of the legislative district, as determined by
DepEd upon prior consultation with the members of the House of Representatives of
each legislative district;

Whereas, the local government units exercise direct supervision and control
over their constituents and as such, have deep knowledge and understanding of the
development needs of their respective localities, including that of education;

Whereas, the local chief executive (LCE) sits as co-chairperson with the
Division Superintendent of Schools in the local school board but LCEs are not
consulted on the prioritization of allocation of the education budget for their respective
localities;
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
