RDC XI Resolution No. 31, Series of 2009

Endorsing to the Secretary of the Department of Social Welfare and Development,
the Department of Budget and Management, the Committee on Appropriations of
the House of Representatives, and the Committee of Finance of the Senate of the
Philippines the Programs and Projects Included in the FY 2010 Budget Proposal of
the Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD) XI in the Total
Amount of P911,040,600.00

Whereas, the Regional Development Councils are mandated to review and
endorse budget proposals of Agency Regional Offices (AROs), State Universities and
Colleges (SUCs), and special development authorities as provided for under Executive
Order 325;

Whereas, the National Budget Memorandum (NBM) No. 103 issued by the
Department of Budget and Management (DBM) on May 8, 2009 enjoins the
complementation in the identification and implementation of programs among national
government agencies (NGAs) and local government units (LGUs) to avoid duplication,
maximize benefits and promote greater efficiency in service delivery particularly for
programs and projects that have been devolved to LGUs under the Local Government
Code;

Whereas, NBM No. 103 called for the RDCs to coordinate the conduct of
consultation with AROs, SUCs and LGUs for the purpose of reconciling and confirming
programs thrusts and priorities of the national agencies in the region and to ensure they
complement with programs and projects of the LGUs;

Whereas, the programs and projects included in the FY 2010 Budget Proposal of
the Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD) XI were presented to this
Council by Mr. Nestor Estampa during the RDC XI Meeting for the FY 2010 Budget
Consultation held May 19-20, 2009;

Whereas, this Council finds the programs and projects included in the FY 2010
Budget Proposal of DSWD XI consistent and supportive of the regional development
strategies and targets, including the achievement of the bottom line targets of a) 7.2%
malnutrition rate and b) poverty incidence of27.3% by 2010;
