Adopting the Mindanao Mining Policy Agenda and Criteria for Responsible Mining

Whereas, the Mindanao Mining Consultative SlU11mitconducted in 2008 in Davao City
resulted in the f01111Ulationof the Mindanao Mining Industry Policy Agenda, the Criteria for
Responsible Mining, and a Manifesto containing 6 commitments to accelerate the development
of an environmentally and socially sustainable mining industry in Mindanao and, thus, optimize
the contributions of the industry in inducing greater economic growth, attracting more
investments, creating more jobs, and reducing poverty, patiicularly in the rural areas of Davao
Region and Mindanao;

Whereas, this Council's Economic Development Committee passed its Resolution No.
]2, series of 2009, supporting the said policy agenda, criteria and manifesto as they are
consistent with the Davao Region's development thrusts on generation of more employment,
poverty reduction, and sustainable development as outlined in the Updated Davao Regional
Development Plan 2008-2010, and the region's bottom line tat'gets on employment generation
and poverty reduction, including the preservation and protection of the envirolU11ent;

Whereas, this Council finds the said policy agenda, criteria and manifesto critical in fast
tracking the development of the mining industry not only that of the Davao Region but of
Mindanao as well, and facilitate the achievement of the development goals and objectives of the
region and Mindanao, particularly in generating more employment and in reducing poverty; now,
therefore, be it

Resolved, as it is hereby resolved, that this Council adopt the Mindanao Mining Industry
Policy Agenda and Criteria for Responsible Mining.

Resolved further, that copies of this resolution be fU111ishedto the Mindanao Business
Council, the Department of Environment and Natural Resources - Mines and Geosciences
Bureau, and other concerned entities, for infol111ationand appropriate action.
