RDC XI Resolution No. 49, Series of 2009

Supporting the Conduct of a Study on the Conversion of the Old Terminal Building
of the Davao International Airport into an International Logistics and Trade Center
and Other Possible Purposes

Whereas, the old terminal building of the Davao International Airport (DIA) is
currently not utilized and several entities have expressed interest to use the said facility
for their own purposes;

Whereas, one of these interested entItles is the Davao City Chamber of
Commerce and Industry. Inc. (DCCCII). which. in consultation with its members and
affiliated industry associations passed during the 8th Davao City Business Conference
(DCBC) a resolution calling on the City Govemment of Davao to request the Department
of Transportation and Commwucations (DOTC) to conveli the old terminal of the DIA
into a cargo terminal for fruits and vegetables;

Whereas, the DCCCII cited that the DIA old terminal building is ideal for
conversion into an Intemational Logistics and Trade Center, which will essentially
involve the integration of transportation. inventory. warehousing. material handling. and
packaging of the region's products, primarily fruits and vegetables, as well as provide the
facilities for the trading of these products. due to the following reasons, namely:

a) It is proximate to the runway of the airport.
b) It possesses existing buildings which can be converted without major

construction work.

c) It has an existing road network separate from the new Davao International
Airport (DIA) complex.

d) The existing ramp area of the DIA, which includes the area near the old
terminal building. was constructed to allow the parking of wide-bodied
aircraft (Airbus series and Boeing 747), which is critical for the proposed
conversIOn.

Whereas, the DCCCII requested this Council's Economic Development
Committee CEDC) to endorse to RDC XI to support the conduct of a study for the
conversion of the DIA's old tenl1inal building into an International Logistics and Trade
Center;
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
