RDC XI Resolution No. 53, Series of 2009

Adopting a Harmonized Set of Poverty Indicators for Davao Region for the Purposes of
Identifying and Monitoring the Extent of Poverty and the Subsequent Targeting of
Beneficiaries of All Poverty Alleviation Interventions

Whereas, the concurrence of four (4) different sets of government poverty indicators has
resulted in inconsistencies in the generation and analysis of such indicators, thereby making it
difficult to identify and determine the extent of poverty in the region; this points to a need to
come up with an integrated poverty indicator system that would ensure consistency in the
generation and analysis of all poverty data;

Whereas, the rationalization of these four (4) government poverty indicator systems will
enhance the identification and monitoring of the extent of poverty in the region and subsequently
improve the identification of appropriate interventions to address the needs of the poor;

Whereas, the harmonized set of poverty indicators should cover all dimensions of a
person’s basic needs such as their survival, security, and enabling needs;

Whereas, Survival needs pertain to health, food and nutrition, and access to basic
amenities such as water and sanitation; Security needs cover shelter or housing, peace and order,
and public safety; while Enabling needs relate to income and employment, education, literacy,
and family care;

Whereas, the Regional Kapit Bisig Laban sa Kahirapan (KALAHI) Convergence Group
of Region XI has rationalized and harmonized the poverty indicators of four (4) national
government agencies, namely: a) the Poverty Mapping Index of the National Statistical
Coordination Board (NSCB); b) the Core Local Poverty Indicators of the Department of the
Interior and Local Government (DILG); ¢) the Annual Poverty Indicator Survey or APIS of the
National Statistics Office (NSO); and d) the Annual Poverty Mapping for KALAHI-CIDSS of
the Department of Social Welfare and Development (DSWD),

Whereas, the Macroeconomy and Finance Committee, through its Resolution No. 08,
series of 2009, has recommended for this Council to adopt this set of harmonized poverty

indicators for Davao Region;

Whereas, this Council finds the proposal meritorious and will lead to a more accurate
targeting of the beneficiaries of its poverty alleviation programs and projects; now, therefore, be
