RDC XI Resolution No. 58, Series of 2009

Confirming Datu Romero A. Maing as the Duly Selected PSR to the RDC XI Representing
the Indigenous Peoples (lP)/Cultural Communities Sector for the Remainder of the Term
2007-2010

Whereas, the untimely demise of Private Sector Representative (PSR) Datu FIorillo T.
Andresan on 7 July 2009, has prompted this Council to decide on his replacement so that the
Indigenous Peoples/Cultural Communities (lP/CC) sector may continue to be represented in the
Council until the current term for PSRs expires on 30 June 2010;

Whereas, the Implementing Rules and Regulations of Executive Order No. 325, series of
1996, provide that this Council may determine the manner in which the vacancy in the PSR slot
may be filled up;

Whereas, aside from the Provincial Consultative Body of Compostela Valley Province,
the Private Sector Organization (PSO) that nominated the late PSR Andresan, four (4) other
PSOs representing the IP/CC sector qualified and participated in the 2007 PSR selection process;

Whereas, this Council's attention has been called to the fact that two (2) other
representatives from the IP/CC sector sit in the Regional KALAHI Convergence Group (RKCG)
XI;

Whereas, considering the foregoing, this Council during its 3rd Quarterly Meeting,
decided to invite the four (4) previous participant- PSOs to the PSR selection process and the two
(2) PSOs whose nominees sit in RKCG XI representing the IP/CC sector, to participate in the
selection process for the replacement of the late PSR Andresan, the same to be facilitated by the
Council Secretariat;

Whereas, upon evaluation by the Council Secretariat of the invitee-PSOs' credentials in
accordance with the aforesaid EO 325 and its Implementing Rules and Regulations, only the
following four (4) out of the six (6) PSOs were found qualified to participate in the selection of
PSR Andresan's replacement, to wit:
