Submitting to RDC XI Ten (10) Bottom Line Indicators that Would Constitute the
Council’s Collective Definition of the Davao Region Development Plan, 2004-2010 Strategic
Outcomes on (a) Good Governance, and (b) Improved Physical Planning and Sustainable
Management of the Environment

Whereas, among the mandated functions of Regional Development Councils is their
coordination of the preparation, implementation, monitoring and evaluation of regional
development plans and investment programs, including the formulation of policy
recommendations;

Whereas, Executive Order 391 (s. 2004) provides for the preparation and monitoring of
the Medium-Term Philippine Development Plan (MTPDP) and Medium-Term Regional
Development Plans (MTRDPs) for the period 2004-2010, thereby reaffirming the RDCs’
mandate for plan implementation monitoring;

Whereas, in line with these mandates, the RDC XI, during its meeting on 18 December
2008, directed its Sectoral Committees to adopt benchmarks that will guide the Council in setting
the development direction of the Region for Calendar Years 2009 and 2010;

Whereas, for this benchmarking initiative this Committee has been assigned to focus on
the Davao Region Development Plan, 2004-2010 (DRDP) strategic outcomes of (a) Good
Governance, and (b) Improved Physical Planning and Sustainable Management of the
Environment;

Whereas, this Committee has initiated its benchmarking with the identification of five (5)
bottom line indicators that will collectively define for Davao Region the DRDP strategic
outcomes of Good Governance, and another five (5) to define Improved Physical Planning and
Sustainable Management of the Environment, for which this Committee will subsequently set the
corresponding annual targets for Calendar Years 2009 and 2010;
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
